ab.ca if size permits.  All other digital entries may be sent 
by FedEx or UPS must be prepaid by entrant.

• The Artist’s name, grade, (if applicable) City and Country 
must be submitted with all entries. Children under the age 
of 18 will not have their last name posted unless indicated 
otherwise.

• All artists under 18 must have a parent/guardian sign a 
“consent to publish” form.  This form must be submitted 
with your entry.  Each artist may submit only one entry.

• All entries will be juried by April 30, 2007 and notified by 
email at this time.
